
Infecnocea 

(Echinacea) 
Compossition: Infecnocea 400 mg Capsule : 

Each capsule contains Echinacea dry extract 400 

mg.  

Description : Echinacea are plants related to 

sunflowers and ragweed. The leaf, flower, and 

root are used as medicine. Echinacea seems to 

activate chemicals in the body that 

decrease inflammation. It might also increase 

the body's immune system.Echinacea is a 

perennial herb native to the midwestern region 

of North America. It has tall stems, bears single 

pink or purple flowers, and has a central cone 

that is usually purple or brown in color. The large 

cone is actually a seed head with sharp spines 

that resemble a stiff comb. 

Pharmacology : Echinacea purpurea 

(Asteraceae) is a perennial medicinal herb with 

important immunostimulatory and anti-

inflammatory properties, especially the 

alleviation of cold symptoms. The plant also 

attracted scientists' attention to assess other 

aspects of its beneficial effects. For instance, 

antianxiety, antidepression, cytotoxicity, and 

antimutagenicity as induced by the plant have 

been revealed in various studies. The findings of 

the clinical trials are controversial in terms of 

side effects. While some studies revealed the 

beneficial effects of the plant on the patients and 

no severe adverse effects, some others have 

reported less side effects including abdominal 

pain, angioedema, dyspnea, nausea, pruritus, 

rash, erythema, and urticaria. Other biological 

activities of the plant such as antioxidant, 

antibacterial, antiviral, and larvicidal activities 

have been reported in previous experimental 

studies. 

Indication :  
Cap Infecnocea  is indicated for - 

 High in antioxidants 

 Chronic infection of the respiratory tract 

& urinary tract 

 Positive effect on the immune System 

 Antiviral activity against influenza, 

herpes, and poliovirus 

 Conditions of the upper respiratory tract 

 Tonsillitis 

 Laryngitis,  

 Common cold 

 Anti-inflammatory activities. 

Dosage: 1-2 capsule Twice daily after meals or as 

directed by the registered physician 

Side Effects: Cap Infecnocea (Echinacea) is 

generally safe for most people. Some side 

effects have been reported such as fever, 

nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, dry mouth, 

headache, dizziness, joint and muscle aches. 

Pregnancy & Lactation : Cap Infecnocea 

(Echinacea) is not recommended for use during 

pregnancy. 

Contraindications : Autoimmune diseases, 

progressive diseases like tuberculosis, multiple 

sclerosis, AIDS, leucosis, collagenoses and 

psoriasis.  

Drug interactions : 

Don'tuse Cap Infecnocea (Echinacea)with 

hepatotoxic medications like anabolic steroids, 

methotrexate, ketoconazole and may decrease 

the action of immunosuppressant like 

corticosteroids and cyclosporin.  

 

Storage: Do not store above 30ºC, protect from 

light & moisture. Keep out of reach of children.  

Pack : Infecnocea 400 mg Capsule : Each box 

contains 3x10 capsules Alu Alu Blister pack.
